HOW ENTRIES Gotthilf Riexinger can only judge a maximum of 40 riders a day.
WORK: Riders can choose classes and tailor make the programme to suit their   
 individual needs. Each class offered has a specific day attached to it. Enter  
 the classes that most suit you! See the classes and days on the Provisional  
 Timetable below. All entries are on a first-come-first-served basis.

HOW THIS SHOW  This show is a graded show under the auspices of DSA.  
WORKS FOR  It is different in that each test is video recorded, and each rider will  
RIDERS AND receive a video copy of their test with Gotthilf Riexinger’s verbal   
THEIR COACHES: comments during the test. He will also spend a minute or two after   
 the test giving the rider tips on how to improve the riding of their test.

HOW THIS WORKS All Southern African judges who wish to be included, will be able to  
FOR OUR JUDGES hear Gotthilf’s comments either through headphones or from a    
 dedicated judges’ viewing room. All levels of judges will have the    
 opportunity to “shadow judge” and learn from this world class judge   
 as if they were sitting in the box with her.

 RULES: The show will be run under FEI and DSA rules as applicable.

PRIZE MONEY: There will be no prize money awarded at this show. Sponsored prizes and  
 rosettes will be awarded.

PRIZE GIVING: All Prize-Giving Ceremonies will be un-mounted in the Club House after  
 the end of competition on each day. Failure to be present at the prize-giving  
 ceremony without prior  written arrangement may result in disqualification  
 and the forfeiting of all prizes.

PASSPORTS: inspection if required. Horses whose passports do not fully comply with the  
 current Government, SAEF Veterinary regulations, FEI, & DSA General   
 Regulations may be refused permission to compete and asked to leave the  
 venue.

DRUG TESTING:  The Organising Committee reserves the right to test any horse and/or   
 rider for prohibited substances 
 
AMENDMENTS TO  The  Organising Committee reserves the right to cancel, divide,   
CLASSES: postpone or combine classes as may be required.

SUBSTITUTIONS: No substitutions or sale of entries are allowed once the timetable has   
 been drawn up.

OBJECTIONS AND All Objections and Appeals must be lodged with the Show Director in  
APPEALS writing within the specified time and accompanied by the required a R600  
 deposit. The Show Director will refer it to the President of the Ground Jury  
 should the Objection or Appeal concern the field of play.
